II. Our Visions:

a. To restore the praise and worship (David’s tent) in God’s church.

b. To build hunger and thirst for the living God through praise and worship to the congregation.

c. To lead /usher the people of God in the church into a living praise and worship and intimate relationship with God through anointed service.

d. To become living witnesses for others in our praise and worship life.
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III. Our Mission Objectives/Goals:

These goals below are for short-term horizon only.  I aim to get these goals in one year.  So, let’s work together for God’s glory.  

The goals are sorted in the order of importance and immediate need.

a. To increase the love, discipline, and commitment to the ministry through attendance in prayer meeting, practice, and jam session.

b. To live in holiness.

c. To prepare and train new anointed worship leaders.

d. To prepare a songbook that will be used throughout the year complete with the cords.

e. To utilize jam session to enhance music skills.

f. To prepare and train new anointed drummer, guitarist and keyboardist.

g. To have a regular 15 minutes meeting every week after jam session for training in praise and worship through teaching.

h. To educate ourselves in praise and worship by reading books and listening to CDs.

i. To learn and master at most 15 new songs for the year.

Note for the mission objectives/goals:

· Attendance will be taken for each event (practice, jam session, and prayer meeting).  I will hold an attendance card for each person in the team (a).

· We have to live in holiness.  For the scripture says that unless we are holy, we can’t see the Lord.  And only the Lord can give us holiness (b).

· Worship leaders will provide 50 songs complete with text that will be compiled into one songbook (d).

· Steve will be the coordinator for jam session.  He will provide the team with cords and songs for practice during the session (e).

· I will prepare the material for teaching.  This will probably start in a couple of weeks (g).

· We will work with table ministry to provide us with necessary items to educate ourselves (h).
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IV. Mission Objectives/Goals for Jam Session:

a. To train new musicians (drummer and guitarist).

b. To learn and master songs for musicians, singers, and worship leader.

c. To rise up new talents for God.

V. Membership:

Membership is defined as worship leaders, musicians, and singers that will serve in the Altar of the Lord.  Jam session, on the other hand, is open for everyone who wants to practice music with Christian songs.

Membership is open for those who:

· Live in holiness (Ezekiel 8)

· Are Worshipper – have a loving relationship with Jesus (Ps. 63)

· Are Rooted in the word of God

· Are Committed

· Understand the vision and culture of the church

· Submit to leaders and elders of the church

Membership can be terminated due to the following reasons:

1. Poor attendance on prayer meetings, jam sessions, and practice.  

2. Severe tardiness without explanation.

3. His/her Christianity life is decreasing drastically.

4. No burden for this ministry.

5. Not living in holiness
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VI. Duties and requirements:

The general duties apply for everyone plus specific additional duties for each type of servant.

a. General Duties:

· Live in holiness

· Living relationship with God

· Fasting every Saturday before the service

· Must be water baptized first

· Attend practice when you have to serve.

· Attend prayer meeting (twice a week)

· Be punctual for practices 

· Educate yourselves.  Listen to CDs, read books about praise and worship.

· Research new songs and report to the music director.

· Must live in unity with the other team members.

· Always carry the songbook that will be given to you during practice and jam session.

· Dress Code: Wear something uniform.  This will be decided during practice every week.

b. Worship Leaders:

· Pick songs and submit the list to music director by Wednesday at 12am at the latest (via email or phone whichever is best for you).

· Send the song list to transparency director, musicians, singers, and the three leaders by Thursday at midnight.

· Learn from the Holy Spirit and from other resources.

· Prepare material for teaching when you are assigned.

· Attend jam session.
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c.  Singers:

· Get yourselves familiar with the songs picked by worship leader as soon as possible (Thursday) before the practice.

· If needed, prepare material for teaching.
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d.  Musicians:

· Play music during prayer meeting (keyboard and possibly guitar)

· Must know the songs by Thursday.

· Handle your music instruments.

· Must learn how to play for open worship (that’s why prayer meeting attendance is very required).

· Teach others how to play musical instruments.  This will be a function of our jam session.

· If needed, prepare material for teaching.
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e. Jam Session Coordinator:

· Prepare songs for jam session (at least 3 songs complete with text and cords).

· Submit the song list to music director at least by Friday morning at 8 am.

· Work together with musicians to write down cords for the songbook.
